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Gospel Commentary ~ The miracle described in today’s Gospel was intended primarily to strengthen Simon’s faith in the Master and to 

make him ready at the call of Jesus to leave family, friends and possessions to become the disciple and constant 

companion of the Rabbi of Nazareth. The miracle was intended to strengthen Simon’s faith in the days when the Master 

would walk no longer with the brethren, and the dreadful burden of leadership would weigh heavily on the first Vicar of 

Christ. For us one lesson of today’s Gospel is that of the reward of obedience, of the success of the work, which is 

undertaken at God’s word, and for a right intention. To that kind of work belongs every task, which ordered by God’s 

command to execute such tasks there goes a guarantee that His help will be given for that performance. The man of faith, 

who sees everywhere the working out of God’s plans, will not be despondent nor lose heart if things seem to go badly for 

him.  He will not repine, nor wish he had the tasks of others: he will go on steadily doing his round of duties, confident 
that he who seeks to fulfill God’s commands will not fail, nor be deprived of reward. He will not be like the fishermen who toiled all the 

night and caught nothing; his every task and duty, however slight, will be accomplished with the intention of doing God’s will and his 

reward will be like that of the fisherman who let down his net as Christ directed.  Commentary by Msgr. Patrick Boylan [1879-1974] 
 

 
 

St. John the Baptist was born through the intercession of God to Zachariah and Elizabeth, who was otherwise 

too old    to bear children. According to scriptures, the Angel Gabriel visited Elizabeth and Zachariah to tell them 

they would have a son and that they should name him John. Zachariah was skeptical and for this he was rendered 

mute until the time his son was born and named John, in fulfillment of God's will. The Nativity of St. John the 

Baptist is June 24th. 
 

When Elizabeth was pregnant with John, she was visited by Mary, and John leapt in her womb. This revealed to Elizabeth that the child 

Mary carried was to be the Son of God. 
 

John began public ministry around 30 AD, and was known for attracting large crowds across the province of Judaea and around 

 the Jordan River. When Jesus came to him to be baptized, John recognized Him and said, "It is I who need baptism from You."   

Jesus told John to baptize Him anyway, which he did, whereupon the heavens opened, and the Spirit of God was seen like a dove.  

The voice of God spoke, saying, "This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased." 
 

John’s attitude toward Jesus was: “He must increase; I must decrease.”  John instructed his followers to turn to Christ, calling  

Him the "Lamb of God" and these people were among the first Christians. 
 

Following his baptism of Christ, John's popularity grew so much that he alarmed King Herod. Herod ordered him arrested and 

imprisoned.  John spoke with Herod on several occasions and condemned his marriage to his half-brother's wife. 
 

This condemnation would be his downfall as King Herod promised to grant a wish to his daughter. In revenge for John the Baptist's 

condemnation of her mother's scandalous marriage to Herod, she asked for John's head. King Herod reluctantly obliged.

We gladly welcome visitors and newcomers. At the same time, we respectfully remind you that to receive Our Lord in Holy Communion, one must be:  

A baptized Catholic free from any mortal sin committed since one’s last Confession. Fasting for three hours from any food and/or alcoholic beverage. 

One hour from any other beverage except water. 
 

DRESS POLICY ~ If this is the first time you have attended the Traditional Latin Mass you may have noticed that our parishioners do not dress casually in the 

church. Since the changes of Vatican II in the Church, few parishes have had any kind of dress code: we still believe that modesty and appropriate attire are 

necessary, especially in Church out of respect for the True Presence of Our Lord in the Blessed Sacrament, and for the edification of our neighbor, we kindly 

request that all who come to our parish observe the basic traditional Catholic standards of dress for church attendance 

 and to receive communion at the communion rail: 

Women and girls must cover their heads. (Chapel veils or mantillas are available for loan or purchase in the vestibule.) 

Women and girls must wear dresses or skirts that cover the knee completely when standing or sitting. Slacks, jeans, shorts, sleeveless, tight or low-cut clothing, and 

dresses or skirts with long slits above the knees are not permitted. 

It is recommended for men and boys to wear suit coats and ties for Sunday Mass.
